To learn about the features contained within the program and how to select these for individual pupils.

To increase awareness of the barriers faced by pupils and how these can be overcome.

To increase confidence and competence when operating the computer.
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Introduction

A Talking Word Processor lets you hear and see what you are typing. There are many different types of talking word processors available such as

· Primary Writer (part of Granada Toolkit available in all Fife primaries)

· Inclusive Writer

· Talking TextEase

· Text Help

· Write OutLoud

For the purposes of this package we will use Write OutLoud as it has a simple and easily accessed layout that is both pupil and teacher friendly. There are options to customize both the text and speech output. It is a program in widespread use throughout Fife and the rest of the U.K. 

Headphones are an option you might want to consider if using a talking word processor in a quiet area or with one or more users. They help keep attention focused on the task and lessen the distraction from background noise.

The use of a talking word processor can be of benefit to the majority of pupils but especially those who need support to start developing their writing skills, those who have a visual impairment or those with specific learning difficulty/ dyslexia.
