You are on-line, you’re surfing, you’ve discovered some terrific sites containing lots of free software, demos and software updates etc. How do you get all this from the Web site to your own computer? 

It’s not quite as easy as copying files from a floppy disc or CD onto your hard disc but it is generally quite easy. All the files that you can download from Internet are well marked. The people who put them up there want you to have them. 

Generally, you can download a resource simply by clicking on the appropriate link on the Web page. 

The standard Save As window usually appears allowing you to select the filename and destination where the file will be saved. If this does not happen, cancel the download and try again this time holding down the Shift key while clicking on the link.



Drop the arrow to choose the required destination.

There are issues to consider when downloading from the Internet: -

· Copyright is a major issue to be considered. Often there will be information about the copyright status of a downloadable resource on the actual Web site.

· File size is important. The smaller the file size the faster it will download consequently most files on Internet are compressed. This is a process of reducing the size of a file so that it can either be transferred more quickly or stored using less storage space. 

Once downloaded, compressed files need to be decompressed. Nowadays, downloads often come with the required decompression software built in and double clicking on the file once it is saved on your own computer will usually restore the file to full size, if not decompression software is required. 

· Whenever you transfer files from another source to your own computer you run the risk of introducing viruses. 

A virus cannot run by itself, it becomes active the first time you open the file it is attached to. Before downloading from Internet, it is advisable to ensure that anti-virus software has been installed so that all downloads are checked before use. It is also a good idea to initially save all your downloads in one folder so they can be located more easily.

· If you have downloaded a data file you will need the required software on your computer to open and use it.
