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If you have the address of a suitable Web site you can use the Location Bar to get there.
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The Location Bar
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If you know the Web site address you can type the URL (Uniform Resource Locator) in the Location Bar.
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When you type the address, be accurate.  A space, a dot in the wrong place or the wrong ending could mean you do not find the Web site you are expecting!

The Web address is made up of a number of parts.

For example:

http://www.bbc.co.uk
http:// stands for HyperText Transfer Protocol, which is a set of rules used to make sure the data is correctly sent and received between the various computers on the Internet.  You don’t need to type this part in – it is automatically inserted when you click on the return key.

www.     means that it is on the World Wide Web

bbc. 
shows the domain name, the organisation that owns the site

co.       the ending code gives an indication of the type of organisation involved, in this case a company, for example  gov indicates a government site, edu indicates an educational establishment

uk          shows the country of origin for example, fr for France, com for America and so on.

Addresses must be typed in correctly, with no spaces and using small letters except where shown otherwise.

You should now be looking at your Home Page. 

2. Click on the Location Bar.  The address will become highlighted.  



The tasks on the following pages will give you practice at typing in Web site locations, accessing particular Web sites and navigating through them to find specific information, but most importantly will hopefully give you some ideas of how you can use Internet with and for your own pupils.

Do as many of the tasks and spend as long on each task as you feel appropriate. 

Beginners may wish to initially concentrate on the practicalities of using Internet.  More experienced users should concentrate on the Internet resources and how they could be used in the classroom.

Remember to type each Web address exactly as it is written, although it is not necessary to type in http:// so start typing whatever comes immediately after the //


To think about:

· How could you use these Web sites in your own teaching?

· Is Internet the best resource for the task in hand; are there other resources you think may be more appropriate for using with the pupils?

· What dangers can you foresee if pupils are allowed to type in Web addresses?

· Which skills would the pupils be using to find the sort of information that is being asked for? (for example scanning and reading for detail)

Task 1

The Guardian newspaper has set up a web site to support teaching.

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Go to the Citizenship link and spend some time browsing the topics and viewing their accompanying lessons, activities and tests.

Note that each lesson has a set structure, try ”navigating” your way through a few lessons(always returning Home on completion.

Note that there are several lessons that may be of interest to pupils of all years, and teachers-human rights, crime, Government, elections and voting.

Note that there is a resource page which directs you to reviews of web sites, cooks, videos, CDs and a citizenship directory which gives appropriate web site addresses.
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From the Home page of learn.co.uk, click on Six of the best which is found as part of the Miscellaneous topic.  Citizenship is listed and choose from the topics:

NOTE: The Guardian has stated on this website that they have distributed a set of Six of The Best cards to every school in the United Kingdom. This was about two years ago and is unlikely to be repeated.

Task 4

Another very useful site to log onto is http://www.bbc.co.uk/scotland/revision/index.shtml
 This site is useful as a means of revision for Standard Grade. It has all the units prescribed in Modern Studies. Click onto the revision bite and it will take you through a typical question and how to tackle it.

It then gives a multiple choice test on each topic and allows you to tackle it online or print it off. This might be useful as a homework exercise.

There are also television programmes on Modern Studies which are useful as a means of revision.
