At the moment you have to click the mouse to move from one slide to the next.  The slide show can be set up to run automatically.  To do this it is important to know how long each slide requires before the nest one should appear.

	Choose Rehearse Timings from the Slide Show menu
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	The slide show will run with a small window at the top left of the screen.

	Click on the mouse to move to the next transition or slide.  As you do so the computer will record the time taken for each slide to run.

	At the end of the slide show the window below will appear, asking if you want to record the timings.  Choose Yes.

Click on Loop continuously until ‘Esc’ (until you hit the escape key)
