Constitution


The objectives of FOWHS are:
· To work in partnership with the school to create a welcoming school which is inclusive for all parents

· To promote partnership between the school, its pupils and its parents

· To develop and engage in activities which support the education and welfare of the pupils

· To identify and represent the views of parents on the education provided by the school, and other matters affecting the education and welfare of the pupils.

How does FOWHS function?

Membership of the council is a minimum of four parents of children attending the school, and is a maximum of twelve.  Any parent of a child at Woodmill can volunteer to be a member of FOWHS, as part of the council two teachers and two senior pupils reside on the council.

FOWHS meet on average every six weeks to discuss various topics such as:

· Planning of support to open and report evenings

· Material support for school staff through fund raising

· Concerns on building status and repair policy

· Question local councillors’ with reference to  Fife Council  Education Committee policies

· Attendance of future regional and national Parent Teacher Council meetings     

· Sub-committee meetings to plan the support of school events such as pupil displays, drama and  presentations

· New educational policies such as Curriculum for Excellence  

· Woodmill High School links with Further Education colleges in Fife
