RINGS AND NECKLACES

All rings and necklaces must be removed prior to participation in P.E.  During the lesson secure facilities are available for pupils to deposit such items.  Again this rule is necessary to prevent injury.

SPORTS CLOTHING

All pupils should bring a change of clothing for participation in the P.E. curriculum.  No pupil will be allowed to take part in items of sportswear worn to school.  This policy reinforces the importance of personal hygiene and consideration for classmates in other subject classes.

The Department has no formal uniform for P.E. and pupils can select from a wide range of sports clothing.  Those pupils who participate in extra-curricular team activities will be supplied with sports tops or advised on how to purchase suitable equipment.

Pupils who forget kit but who are fit to participate in PE will be provided with clean kit by staff.  Refusal to accept this will have consequences including parental contact.
INJURY/ILLNESS

Pupils who are unable to take part through injury or illness must supply a signed note from their parent/carer on the day.  The implications of any long term injury or illness should be discussed with the pupil’s Guidance Teacher.

These guidelines are issued to ensure a safe working environment for all staff and pupils within Woodmill Physical Education Department.

Earrings

No pupil (girl or boy) will be allowed to take part wearing earrings.  Pupils must remove the earrings before participating.

Body/Facial Piercing

NO pupil may participate with either nose stud or eyebrow rings/studs.  These must be removed due to the potential for injury to the pupils themselves or other class members.
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
