SCHOOL DOCTOR

Dr Shan Lees

The school doctor linked with Woodmill is Dr Shan Lees.  As a doctor in child health, she works in Woodmill on an occasional basis working alongside the school nurse, mainly involved with pupils with medical needs and special educational needs.

Dr Lees sees pupils at the request of the nurse, the school, parents or pupils themselves if appropriate.  All information passed on to her is treated in confidence.

Dr Lees is based at the Carnegie Clinic (Tel. 01383 722911) and can be contacted either there or through Woodmill if there is a matter which parents wish to discuss.

SCHOOL NURSE

Mrs Dorothy Bissett
The school nurse linked with Woodmill is Mrs Dorothy Bissett who is employed by Fife Primary Care Trust and can be contacted via the School Office or at the Carnegie Clinic (Tel. 01383 722911).

Mrs Bissett is an experienced Registered General Nurse and also holds the Diploma in School Nursing.  As part of her work within the school, she holds a ‘drop-in’ clinic one lunchtime each week between 12.00 noon and 12.45 p.m. in the school’s medical room.

Pupils can visit and discuss a health issue or worry in confidence without having to make an appointment.

Mrs Bissett is now extending this service and any parent wishing to see her about their child can also use the ‘drop-in’ clinic without an appointment.

Mrs Bissett is not employed by the school and is not in Woodmill on a full-time basis as she is linked with several schools in the area.  She is, therefore, not responsible for the day-to-day first-aid cover which is supplied by trained auxiliary staff.

WOODMILL CENTRE

Woodmill is a community use school.  Woodmill Centre is run by Fife Council’s Community Services and offers a wide range of evening activities for adults and children.

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CAREERS ADVISER

Woodmill’s Careers Adviser is Ms Lisa Welsh who will be looking after the needs of mainstream pupils, ASN and will deliver a programme of careers guidance interviews on request by pupils or referral by guidance teacher or parents.  Ms Welsh will also be present for consultations at Parents’ Evenings in school for all years except S1.

COMMUNITY POLICE

Fife Constabulary aim to foster good relationships with all the local schools and it is important that the Police build up a rapport with young people and their families.  Woodmill has worked effectively with community officers over a number of years and we wish to develop this joint approach.

Our local community officers are involved in regular liaison with the school.  Parents who wish to seek their advice regarding any concerns which you might have can contact the officers through Woodmill as well as at Dunfermline Police Station.

COMMUNITY WARDEN SCHEME
The Community Warden Scheme began in the Autumn of 2004.  

The Abbeyview Warden Team support an area of approx 4000 residents within the following streets:

Allan Crescent; Duncan Crescent; Bute Crescent; Islay Road; Macbeth Road; Iona Road; Clunie Road; Skye Road; Nith Street; Tweed Street; Drum Road; Mackie Place; Wardlaw Crescent; Halkett Crescent.

The Warden Scheme aims to provide additional support for the community to increase the quality of life for all residents in the area.  The wardens will address issues like community safety, crime prevention and environmental issues such as vandalism, graffiti and fly tipping.  Wardens will act as a reassuring presence on the street for residents.  

They can be freely approached by individuals or groups who have concerns and these issues will be relayed by the wardens to the appropriate services.

FLEXIBLE CURRICULUM PROJECT

The Flexible Curriculum Project is an innovative programme set up at Woodmill High School to support S3 and S4 pupils who are struggling with, or hostile to, areas of the mainstream curriculum.

The scheme aims to provide pupils with a learning programme that delivers subjects and experiences that are more relevant to the individual.  Pupils are required to follow core subjects in school and then have the opportunity to participate in a range of practical courses at local colleges and learning centres

Referrals are made by staff from Woodmill High School’s Learning Support Unit, Guidance and Behavioural Support Services.  With every effort being made to ensure parents/carers and these agencies work closely together to allow each young person the opportunity to reach their full potential.

INTEGRATED COMMUNITY SCHOOLS
